Banned person, political prisoner, 
member of the South African 
Students’ Organisation (SASO), the 
Black People’s Convention (BPC) 
and Black Community Programmes 
(BCP), medical doctor, academic, 
anthropologist, first black and 
female Vice Chancellor of UCT, 
Managing Director at the World 
Bank, Director of Companies, 
Businesswoman, and author.

A founding member of SASO, BPC, 
BCP. An important figure in the 
Black Consciousness Movement 
with Steve Biko, and an exponent of 
Black Theology. The 1st Chair of the 
SA Human Rights Commission and 
the 1st black Vice Chancellor of 
UNISA, his work in human rights 
and education leadership has been 
widely recognized.

1st Accused in the SASO/BPC Trial, 
Robben Island prisoner with 
President Mandela 1976-1982, 
Founder Member of the BC 
movement, Public Relations Officer 
of the BPC, President of AZAPO, Vice 
Chancellor of UDW, political activist 
and Psychologist.
